1. Add the different bulb types/color spectrum without the fixture
a. exclude the white dot

2. Double the light output! For optimum performance add a Helios® T-5 parabolic reflector. Small cut out with picture of the parabolic reflector:
a. 24w/20.47” reflector UPC 28249

b. 39w/34.48” reflector UPC 28256

c. 54w/44.49” reflector UPC 28263

3. Helios T-5 Retro-Fit kit

1. Read and follows all instructions

2. The national code requires all aquarium equipment to be plugged into a GFCI (Ground Fault Circuit Interrupter) electrical outlet.  The national code requires that a GFCI (ground fault circuit interrupter) be used in the branch circuit supplying all water pumps and electrical aquarium equipment. If you do not have a GFCI have an electrician install prior to operating any aquarium component.
3. Do not use with an extension cord or power strip.

4. Use this product for its intended use only

5. Never yank or pull the cord from the electrical outlet.

6. Do not operate if the plug or wire is damaged. Disregard unit

7. The ballast is not to come in contact with water

8. The ballast must be turned off/disconnect from the power supply before weekly maintenance is done to either the light fixture or the aquarium.

9. Verify that hands are dry prior to disconnecting the power.

10. To reduce the risk of electrocution keep all connections dry.

11. If the light fixture is to fall or come in contact with water/excess moisture unplug be light fixture from the power supply before removing. Failure to do so may cause electrical shock or injury.

12. At all times the light fixture/ballast and connections need to be free of water, moisture and salt build up. Failure to do so will cause electrical arching resulting in fire or electrical shock. 

13. Do not place above an open top aquarium.
14. If you have any questions or are not sure how to properly install consult a certified electrician.
Secure ballast above the aquarium/water level

It is your sole responsibility to verify that the plug and the receptacle are clean and free of moisture and salt build up at all times. The receptacle must be free of water, salt, calcium and magnesium failure to do so may cause a fire and/or permanent damage to the light fixture. Do not plug into an extension cord.

The user must arrange a drip loop if the pump is plugged in to a GFCI outlet below the aquarium. A drip loop is that part of the cord hanging below the receptacle.

Installation: 
1. Read and follow all safeguards and warnings

2. Follow wire diagram 

3. To connect endcaps/plug to ballast Add a clear easy to understand wiring diagram 
a. Remove ballast endcaps

b. Press tab down and insert wire connection. Insert wire connection at 45 degree angle

c. Insure the wire is secure

d. Replace ballast endcaps

e. If a ground is used secure the ground wire to the copper tab on the ballast

4. To connect bulb to the endcaps
a. Align the pins of the bulb with the connections in the endcap

b. The arrows on the side of the endcap will help guide the bulb pins into the endcap

c. Press endcaps directly onto the bulb. Avoid any angles

d. Warning! Do not force on 

5. To secure light bulb

a. Using the bulb holders secure into the canopy with the screws provided. Note Verify the screws are not longer than the thickness of the material they are being screwed into.
b. When using a Helios parabolic reflector secure the reflector into canopy 
c. Secure bulb to either the bulb holders or parabolic reflector
